Bread and meats, 

kiss and cross, oil and water, water and fire, passion and praise, 

candles and eggs and dress and chants, primal laments and 

bursts of thanks, fasting and feasting, silence and sounds, all 

these mix and point up the poetry of paradoxes which the sacred 

mysteries celebrate.  The simple objects are within our reach at 

home. The simple gestures done at church and then at home 

with reverence and consciousness can bring the mysteries 

straight to hearth and table and chair and bed.”

Assist us mercifully with thy help, O Lord God of our salvation; that we 

may enter with joy upon the meditation of those mighty acts, whereby 

thou hast given unto us life and immortality; through Jesus Christ our 

Lord.

Maundy Thursday 

Almighty Father, whose dear Son, on the night before he suffered, did 

institute the Sacrament of his Body and Blood; Mercifully grant that we 

may thankfully receive the same in remembrance of him, who in these 

holy mysteries giveth us a pledge of life eternal; the same thy Son Jesus 

Christ our Lord, who now liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy 

Spirit ever, one God, world without end.

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Almighty and everlasting God, by whose Spirit the whole body of the 

Church is governed and sanctified; Receive our supplications and pray-

ers, which we offer before thee for all estates of men in thy holy 

Church, that every member of the same ,in his vocation and ministry, 

may truly and godly serve thee; through our Lord and Saviour Jesus 

Christ. Amen. 

O Merciful God, who hast made all men, and hatest nothing that thou 

hast made, nor desirest the death of a sinner but rather that he should 

be converted and live; Have mercy upon all who know thee not as thou 

art revealed in the Gospel of thy Son. Take from them all ignorance, 

hardness of heart, and contempt of thy Word; and so fetch them home, 

blessed Lord, to thy fold, that they may be made one flock under one 

shepherd, Jesus Christ our Lord, who liveth and reigneth with thee and 

the Holy Spirit, one God, world without end. Amen. 

Easter Evening (Holy Saturday) 

Grant, O Lord, that as we are baptized into the death of thy blessed 

Son, our Saviour Jesus Christ, so by continual mortifying our corrupt 

affections we may be buried with him; and that through the grave, and 

gate of death, we may pass to our joyful resurrection; for his merits, 

who died, and was buried, and rose again for us, the same thy Son Jesus 

Christ our Lord. Amen.

For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he 

liveth, he liveth unto God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead 

indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. (Rom. 

6:9) 

Christ is risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that 

slept. For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of 

the dead. For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. 

(I Cor. 15:20) 

(All) Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy 

Ghost; as it was in the beginning is now and ever shall be, world 

without end Amen.
